REGISTRATION PROCESS 
 

Dear drivers,  
 
We thank you for your interest in the inaugural 2025 FIA Formula 4 World Cup, which will take place in 
the iconic streets of Macau from 13th to 16th November. 
We are pleased to share with you the registration process to be followed in order to apply for the event.   
 

The Macau Grand Prix is a unique and challenging event, renowned for its rich history and thrilling 
atmosphere. The event is widely recognised as a key stepping stone in a driver’s motorsport 
career, offering an invaluable chance to showcase your talent on the international stage and take 
a significant step forward in the single-seater journey.  
 

To ensure a high-level of competition, the primary selection criteria will be your driver’s performance 
in the current racing season. In addition, the FIA aims to assemble a diverse and representative grid of 
drivers from all regions of the world.  
 
We invite you to refer to this document to apply for a place on the grid, which will be limited to 20 cars.  

 

 

 



REGISTRATION PROCESS  

From the 11 June to 30 July, any drivers interested in participating in the 2025 FIA F4 World Cup must 
contact the FIA by email at ecammilleri@fia.com with the following details: 
 

- Personal driver information 
- Current championship(s) in which the driver is competing  
- Current Driver’s ranking in that championship(s) 
- Summary of the driver’s career results and relevant achievements 

 
This information will allow the FIA to assess the driver’s level and, if applicable, confirm his pre-
selection by sending back the official Registration Form. This form must be duly completed, signed and 
returned along with the proof of payment of the entry fees (3,500€) to the FIA.  
 
 
DRIVER ELIGIBILITY 

The event will be by invitation only with priority given to those 
drivers having achieved the highest positions in their 
respective 2025 Formula 4 Championships.  
Any decision as to whether a driver has the necessary 
experience will be made at the absolute discretion of the FIA. 
 
 Drivers must hold an FIA International Grade D licence at a 
minimum 
 
All drivers must be at least 15 years old (the date of the 
birthday being binding). 
 
A driver entered in the 2025 FIA Formula 4 World Cup may 
have participated in a maximum of 2 competitions of a 
championship with any type of single seater car that was 
designed and/or built to achieve a power-to-weight ratio less 
than 3.0 kg/bhp.  
 
Drivers entered in the 2025 FIA Formula 4 World Cup are not 
allowed to participate in any other prior track activity and/or 
competition on the same racetrack in 2025.

SELECTION & ENTRY LIST 

From the closing date of the registration, the FIA will confirm the 20 drivers who will be selected to 
compete in the 2025 FIA F4 World Cup, by sending the OFFICIAL INVITATION LETTER. 
 
The official entry list will be published by the 1st  September 2025.

“ARRIVE & DRIVE” PACKAGE (for selected drivers only) 

Any driver selected to compete in the 2025 FIA F4 WORLD CUP must comply with a « Arrive & Drive » 
Package at the price of 32,400€. 
This package, managed by Mintimes under a mono-operator format, and supported by the FFSA, will 
include: 
 

• The rental and the preparation of the Mygale Formula 4 car  
• The engine equalization prior to the competition  
• A technical support and dedicated operating-team, including engineer and mechanics  
• Fuel, tyres and consumable  
• The insurance of the car  
• The livery of the car  

 

 
 
ENTRY FEES 

• Registration: 3,500€ to pay to the FIA before July, 30th *  
• Arrive & Drive Package: 32,400€ to pay to Mintimes 

Any entered driver will be offered 4 economy flight tickets and 2 double/twin rooms by the promoter 

*Drivers who pay the entry fee but aren’t selected will be refunded

Qualifying session – 40 minutes 
Saturday 15th November Qualifying Race – 8 laps
